ARTIST’S PACKET
PierArt: Fins & Feathers is a community awareness and fundraising event for the Main Street De Pere and the Katherine Harper Riverwalk & Nature Viewing Pier.  The project will create recognition of the artists, sponsors and downtown De Pere.  The event will include up to 28 walleye and pelican sculptures around downtown De Pere bringing  attention to the river and the upcoming riverwalk and nature view pier project.
This is a great opportunity for our local and regional artists to be involved with a public art event .  As a participating artist you will have  the opportunity to showcase your work in the media and with thousands of people who will view your piece at its temporary “summer home” in downtown De Pere.  You will be featured with a photo and bio in the catalog, be invited to all the project’s public events and featured online.  In addition, depending upon the location of your piece, you may also have the opportunity to display additional pieces of your work  inside a local business to bring increased awareness to your talent.
Artists will be paid a small stipend for materials, $125 for large animals(4 – 5 feet tall), $75 for small (About 2 feet tall) animals.  Costs incurred over this amount should be considered a donation to the Main Street De Pere program.  Artists will have to transport pieces from the pick up location to their studio or home to complete the project and to the body shop by the specified date.  Main Street will cover the costs of clear coating the pieces and transportation from the body shop to the location of exhibit.

Art pieces will be placed on display at outdoor locations for public viewing/interaction thoughout the summer.  The artist’s name and title of the art piece, along with information about the program  and sponsors will be displayed on each piece. Once the exhibit has run for the selected amount of time, the pieces will be auctioned off in a final event.

All artists will receive:

· A $125.00 stipend for large animals and $75 for small when your animal is delivered to help defray the cost of supplies

· Artist’s name recognition on the Brochure Map and Guide

· Artist’s name displayed on the animal plaque
· A web page featuring your animal, your bio and the sponsor

· 2 Tickets to the Gala and Auction.

Selection and Approval Process

1) The “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” committee will review all submission packages

for inclusion in the project.

2) All artists will be informed whether or not their design has been selected.

4) Stipend will be paid to all selected artists for supplies when the piece is delivered.

Technical Notes and Design Criteria

1) Artists may alter the basic animal form but cannot compromise its structural integrity. The

contact points by which the animal is attached to its base cannot be altered or obstructed.

Structural alterations that result in fundamental change to the basic animal form must be carried out under the direct supervision of an auto body shop or fiberglass fabricator.

2) The artist may paint, sculpt, transform or adorn the animal, using mosaic, mirrors, tiles, or other media. Although objects may be attached to the animal, vandalism may and unfortunately does occur. Any object that is affixed to a Animal must be attached in a way that it cannot easily be removed. Any object attached to the Animal must also be weather resistant.

3) The Animal will be placed in outdoor areas fully accessible to the public from May through September.  Artists should consider that the Animal may be purchased for long-term installation in an outdoor location. Artists should consider the weather and other elements, including sun, rain, wind and dirt. Artists must develop designs that can withstand the weather.

4) Oil-based enamels, whether from an aerosol can, brushed or applied with professional spray equipment, adhere very well to the surface of the Animal as it comes from the factory. They provide a hard, weather resistant surface that does not peel or flake from the fiberglass. Polyurethane or urethane based paints will perform equally as well. We would still recommend the use of a good quality oil-based primer as a matter of good practice.

Automotive or metal primers also work well in conjunction with these paints. Primers

typically used for drywall are NOT recommended. We do NOT recommend latex and acrylic

5) Regarding adhesives, we found common 5-minute epoxy very effective, both on the bare gelcoat fiberglass and on a properly primed surface. Common polyester and polystyrene body fillers such as Bondo and Evercoat are excellent for use both as an adhesive and as a material for sculpting shapes and textures on the Animal. Liquid nails and other such construction adhesives may be used as well, although the drying time is longer. For optimum bond, we would recommend that adhesives and fillers be used on the fiberglass itself prior to any priming or painting.

6) “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” is a public art event. The Animal will be placed in highly

public, accessible locations where the public can touch the designs. Public safety is a

significant concern. Designs should be created with durability and safety in mind.

7) Designs must be appropriate for public display. Designs that are religious, political or sexual in nature will not be accepted. Corporate logos and advertising are not permitted. A review panel will evaluate all designs. This review panel has the sole discretion to accept or reject any design.

Acknowledgement for Artists

Artists included in “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” will be acknowledged in the following

ways:

1) The artist or artists, title and sponsor of each Animal will be listed on a plaque on the display base of each Animal.

2) The artist or artists, title and sponsor of each Animal will be listed in the “PierArt: Fins & Feathers 2010” brochure which will include a map that indicates the location of each

Animal in the De Pere area.

3) The artist or artists and a short bio, title and sponsor of each Animal will be listed on the “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” website.

4) The Animal along with their artist and sponsors will be featured in print and TV media throughout the season.

5) Artists, Sponsors and their Animal will all be honored at the “PierArt: Fins & Feathers “ Auction and Gala on September 18, 2010. Artists will receive two free tickets to the Gala.

WHEREAS, the Artist desires to transfer all of his/her right, title and interest in and to the Design, including but not limited to, all derivative works which are based on the Design to Main Street De Pere; WHEREAS, the Artist understands and acknowledges that Main Street De Pere shall continue to be the sole and exclusive owner of the entire right, title and interest in and to the Design, including, but not limited to, all derivative works based on the Design if the “Finished Animal” is approved for exhibition as described in detail in the Call for Artists to “PierArt: Fins & Feathers 2010” and that in such case the committee will pay the artist a stipend of $125 for larger animals and $75 for smaller animals to help defray the cost of materials used in the decoration of a Animal chosen for exhibition. Any animal not sold at Auction will be placed for auction on eBay. NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, and intending to be legally bound hereby, the Artist hereby assigns to Main Street De Pere all his/her right, title and

interest in and to the Design and to any derivative works based on the Design including but not limited to any rights it may have in the Finished Animal, together with all copyright application and registrations therefore. The Artist acknowledges and agrees that, due to the nature of the public display of the Finished Animal, “PierArt: Fins & Feathers 2010” shall not be liable for any distortion, mutilation, modification or destruction of the Finished Animal by accident, act of God or person. The Artist hereby waives his/her rights under the Visual Artists Rights Act (“VARA”), 17 U.S.C. 106A, as against “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” in the event of such distortion, mutilation, modification or destruction. The Artist further acknowledges and agrees that if the Finished Animal is vandalized, damaged or otherwise modified and the Artist is unable or unwilling to promptly repair such alteration, “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” shall have the right to make, or have made, such repairs, even if the repairs would constitute distortion, mutilation or modification under VARA. The Artist hereby waives his/her rights under VARA in the event and to the extent “PierArt: Fins & Feathers” deems such repair necessary.
